Roseville High was very successful with ELAC meetings.

No other school is required to hold ELAC meetings.  (All schools with 21 or more English Learners must hold ELAC meetings.
	April 2010 – Emails sent to non-compliant schools stating the issues and offered assistance and requesting a phone conversation.  WHS and OHS did not respond.  The OHS administration team member responsible has been contacted at her office and apprised of the situation.

WHS and OHS will be approached again when returning from summer vacation.  If the issue is not corrected, it will be escalated in the district.

	The district is aware of the issue and has provided extensive support for teachers seeking authorization.  A number of teachers have not complied with the district’s directives for compliance.

Only duly authorized teachers are hired as new staff in the district or are hired conditionally on completing the authorization.
